IN MEMORIAM

On Saturday, January 14, a Funeral Mass was celebrated for Gino Santi at Immaculate Conception
Church. Gino was born 91 years ago in Casa Barone, Pieve Pelago, Modena, Italy. He lived on a farm with his
mother, grandfather, and two sisters. His father had emigrated to the US, and since his father was able to send
money home, Gino was the proud owner of a horse which he traded for a donkey, because the donkey could
work harder and together they could accomplish more around the farm. When Gino was sixteen, he joined his
father and brother in Highland Park, but did not immediately work in their painting business, because his
father wanted to protect him from the toxic paints they used. Instead, he worked at the Kimball estate as a
gardener. Eventually, when he was old enough, he joined his father in the family business. In 1942, Gino was
drafted into the Army and served honorably for four years. Following his return from the war, at a dance in
Highwood, he met Ida Bernardoni and in 1949, they were married. They were blessed with four children and
sent all four of them to Immaculate Conception School. At IC, they were an involved and committed family;
for over sixty years, Gino served as an usher.

Gino was a man who smiled often, and though he worked hard and was successful, he never forgot his
simple roots. He was humble, loved nature, and animals and always found great beauty in all of God’s
creation. Gino enjoyed playing cards, bowling and dancing with Ida. Every summer, Gino ran a competition
with his brother for the biggest and best vegetable garden. His daughters, Roseann and Renee, remember how
much they admired their father and how he was a teacher who inspired all his children to set high standards,
but also managed to let them be their own persons. His son, Richard, related how his father retired under
protest, but how that didn’t stop him from coming to work. Gino lived his life grounded in God with total
commitment to his family, Church, and hard work.

Gino was preceded in death by his wife, Ida. He leaves his children: Richard of Northbrook, Roger
(Mary Ellen) of Fond du Lac, W1, Roseann of Lake Bluff, and Renee Ruedig of Highland Park, grandchildren
Shayne (Rebecca), Celia, Anna, and Steven, great-grandson Luigi, sister Dirce (Guido) Golassini and sister-in-
law, Ida Santi.
